The Japan National Team first qualified for the Olympics in 1936 at the Berlin Games, where
they defeated Sweden, the favourite to win, and reached the quarterfinals. At the Mexico City
1968 Olympic Games, they achieved the remarkable feat of winning the bronze medal. After a
prolonged slump, the Japan National Team returned to the Olympic stage in the 1996 Atlanta
Games. After the launch of the J.League, the Japan National Team has successfully qualified for
the Olympics seven consecutive times.

The men’s football league is structured in the form of a pyramid, with J.League, a professional league, positioned at the top of the
pyramid. Teams move up or down the pyramid, in a system of promotion and relegation between leagues, thereby creating a cycle
that revitalises the league as a whole. For women’s football, Japan’s first fully-professional women’s football league, WE League,

was established in 2021 as the top level of the pyramid-shaped amateur league. A national league has also been developed for
both men’s and women’s futsal.

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The J.League, established in 1991, is Japan's first professional football
league. There are currently 20 clubs in J1, 20 clubs in J2, and 20 clubs in
J3. The J.League was launched in 1993 with 10 clubs; today, clubs compete
for the top ranks in J1, J2, and J3 respectively. The league calendar will
shift from its Spring-Autumn season, which has been put in place since the
league’s launch in 1993, to an Autumn-Spring calendar from the 2026/27
season. The J.League Cup tournament, which commenced in 1992 as
J.League Yamazaki Nabisco Cup and renamed to J.League YBC Levain Cup
in 2016, is also held in tandem with the league tournaments.

Men's football
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The Japan Football League (JFL) is the top amateur league in Japan. There

are currently 16 teams in the league, including corporate teams, clubs
aiming to enter the J.League, and regional amateur clubs.
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J.League clubs and other Class 1 (0-18) club teams also have a pathway
to the world.

The AFC Champions League (ACL), in which the top ranked teams from
the J1 League and the winner of the Emperor’s Cup JFA Japan Football

As the executive body of JFA, the Executive Committee
monitors and supervises the execution of activities as well as
makes important policy decisions. The Executive Committee
also brings expertise into discussions relating to JFA’s execution
of important activities. It consists of 15 Executive Committee
Members and 2 Auditors (as of 7 July 2024), elected by the
Congress. The President, Vice Presidents, General Secretary and
Standing Members of the Executive Committee are elected at
the Executive Committee Meeting held after the Congress. In
principle, the Executive Committee is convened every month and
is chaired by the President.

Congress
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The Congress is a decision-making body of JFA that resolves important matters
such as the election of executives and amendment of the articles of incorporation. It
also supervises JFA's corporate activities to ensure fairness and good governance. It
comprises 79 members (as of 7 July 2024) selected from JFA’s affiliated organisations
including: 47 Prefectural Football Associations, J.League and J.League Clubs, WE
League, Japan Football League, Japan Futsal Federation, Nadeshiko League, and the
Japan Pro-Footballers Association. In principle, the Congress is convened in March
every year and as necessary.
